Course Content:
Students in all sections of this course will learn the following content:
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Learners will demonstrate how to create a sense of depth in paintings using perspective, overlapping,
color variation, texture, transparent glaze, and chiaroscuro technigues.

Learners will paint on conventional painting surfaces such as cotton canvas, masonite, and textured
paper.

Learners will create a strong composition using the Visual Element and principles of Design.
Learners will apply their knowledge of color mixing to their work.

Learners will show creativity in their work.

Learners will paint traditional subject matter with an emphasis on the human figure.

Learners will participate in a group critique.

Learners will study past artists and their work.

Learners will exhibit at the end of the semester.

Methods of Instruction/Course Format/Delivery: This course is offered in a face-to-face setting.
Instruction will be by lecture, power points, demonstration, group critique, and hands-on experience.
