Short Term Investments - Includes all debt investments with a maturity as of purchase date of less
than one year.  Also includes cash and bank deposits.
C.C.'s/B.A.'s - Certificates of Deposit with a maturity under one year and Banker's Acceptances.
LoneStar Investment Pool - Investment pool administered by the Texas Association of School Boards.
Investments are in the Liquidity Plus Fund which includes investmetns in cash and repurchase agree-
ments, U.S. Treasures and Agencies, and Money Market Funds.
Other Money Market Funds - Money funds with a constant $1.00 per share net asset value objective.
Bank Deposits - Money held in bank, savings bank, or credit union accounts.
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
