Understand light and how to manipulate it to achieve high quality photographs.
Understand exposure and white balance in photography.

Recognize the importance of shutter speed and f-stops in photography.

Understand the importance of sharpness.

Understand types of lenses and their purpose in photography.

Understand when to use flash and how to achieve high quality photographs with flash.
Recognize the historical significance of photography as an element for social change, and
documenting historical events.

10. Recognize the technological advances that have impacted photography over the years.
11. Recognize the importance of ethical considerations in photography and its use in media.
12. Develop an appreciation for photography as fine art, and explore creative expression through
photography or mixed-media incorporating photography.
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Methods of Instruction/Course Format/Delivery The course is offered in the traditional classroom and
on the LMS Canvas platform for lectures, discussions and audiovisual presentations. Students are
required to submit photos in various subject areas, and to compile and end-of-semester portfolio.
