1. Turn the Color Source on by pressing the glowing blue button.

2. To create a cue, you are going to turn on all the lights you want in that cue through the sliders. Then, toward the bottom left of the
touchscreen, you will see a Record/ Edit button. Hit that button and a small menu will pop up with options, then you will hit the
record/cue button.

3. You will then be given free range to choose the name, order, or the time it takes to fade in and out for the cue.

4. To finalize the cue, you will see the word “store” at the bottom, and you press that.

5. Please program in a blue wash as your first and last cues — this is for the safety of yoru actors and crew on stage.

For cue edit:

1. You hit the “record/edit” button, and then press edit/ cue list. You will then select the cue you want to edit by touching it and then
press “edit cue” towards the bottom right of the board. Now, you can move sliders to adjust it to your liking. Then, once you’re done,
you’ll press “store” towards the bottom middle of the stage, and then press the green check toward the bottom left.

Running Show

Your cues have been stored and the site crew will assist in pulling up your show. Once you bring down the house lights — you can start
your show by hitting the go button.
